A. QUALIFICATION OF LITSRATURE MAJORS
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Students wishing to major in Literature are urged to consult with o member
of the Literature Faculty before drafting applieations for promotion %o the
Senior Division. (From Memorandum to Fasulty E.P.C., 12 April 1861)

AfGer due diseussion, the prospective Major will submit vo her counselor
@ review of her educationai cxzperisnce up teo the time of her application,
including: rourses studied, tho explerstdon of eollateral fields and
interests, and the cvidenees of objective aescmplishment which qualify
her for advanced work es a Litereture Major at the present time. The
review should also look forward, as far es ecircumstanees pormit, to a
&~year program of study in the field of her proposed Major, spesifying
ecurses to bo “taken end suggesting the range and diversity of her
interests in the Collmge at large.

Endorsement of all Seplor Division appliecatlons will rest with the indi-
vidual ecunselor.

In the view of the Literature Faculty, the final deelision as %o whether
%“he total progrem and cecoumplishment of spplicants quelify them for work
in Literature on o Senicr Division level eam be lef$ Vo the ecunsslor.
In this respsct, the sounselor is delegated to spoak for the Division a8
a whole. In all caces where the counselor is not a member of the Litera-
tare Faculty, it is aspuwed that the Literature Faculty member ecnsultod
in Parpgraph Al will endorse the appiicant’e Plan to the Literature Divi-
sicn and fully asquaint himself with all particuiars.

The applisation will then be turned ower to the Junicr Divieion Cammittee,
the student sounselor, and designated Litergture Facullty meowbers present
at the regular ssssicns of the Committee, for final approval.

B. CONFIRMATION OF MAJORS
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Senfor Division students suet make formal reguest for Confirmetion of
Ssnior Plans Defere mid-term of Their final year. . It 18 urged, howowar,
that ell applications bo scmploted by the ond of tho Junior yeax. The
Flan should include both o genoral) deseription of the Senior Froject in
Literature end a program of study for the final year in Collegs.

In the case of prospeotive Creative Writing Majors, the counselor will
subait evidenos of objoctive aucomplishmsn% in verse or fiction %o thoe
other Literature Faeuliy members for their recommendalion.



B. CONFIRMATION OF MAJORS (contimued)
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All roguests for Confirmation will be considered by the Literature
Faculty, as required Ly S.D. Comnittee procedure: lce., the Divigion,
meeting in regular session, will pass om all proposed Semior Projeots
and review all programs of study as outlined in the Confirmation
Plan.

C. SENIOR FROJECTS: EVAIUATION
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Senior projects should be eompletad and in the readers' hands by
dJune 1lst for Spring graduates, and December lst for winter graduates.

Written projeets will bo judged es follows:

Each projeot will be roazd and passed on by twe fasulty readers,
one of whom will be the student®s scunselor and the other, an
instructor chosen by the Literpture Famulty. In most eases, the
second reader will be a member of the Litersture Divislen, but if
the pituation warranis, he mey be from another fleld. If there
should be wide disagreecment between the two readers, a third
reader will be chosen.

In upusual instanees, the Division mey, et the request of the counselor,
declde to suspsnd the Projest reguirement entirely, im fevor of some
other estinate of fitmess for graduation or ashlevement in the field.

GRADUATIOH

Before graduation, certification of the applicant’s satiafactory
complotion of her Zenior Flan will be made by the tutor and projeat
reader. Tho Divisicn will then signify its approval of the student
for graduaticn with a major in Iiterature.
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
